Procedures for Verifying conformity of food consignments intended for
export to Qatar
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1. Get approval from Electronic Food Safety System “WATHEQ” for foodstuff of which COC are
asked to be issued, considering the following:

2. For the purposes of issuing certificates of conformity, companies licensed as a third party
must verify the conformity of food consignments intended for export to and as follows:

A. Verifying that the food establishment in which food products are handled (manufactured
/ stored / packed / prepared / ...) has an official license from the competent authority in
the country of origin / export. It is subjected to periodic supervision by the competent
authority.

B. Verifying that the food establishment applies a food safety management system based on
the principles of the HACCP system or equivalent system and has obtained certificates to
that from bodies accredited by the competent authority in the country of origin.

C. Verifying through appropriate means (inspection or obtaining official documents) applying
Good Operational Practices in related primary production facilities, and pre-food handling
stages.

D. The products must meet the requirements of the Technical Regulations / Standards,
especially safety requirements. The following are the most important requirements that
must be verified:

E. Sampling for analysis in laboratories that have international accreditation ISO 17025

C. The risk assessment approach is adopted in determining the frequency of sampling.

3. Verify that consignments of meat, meat products, or food containing ingredients from animal
origin are attached by Halal or Halal Slaughtering Certificates issued by approved Islamic
bodies in Qatar.

4. Supervising the means of transportation and verifying compliance with requirements
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Privileges of issuing conformity certificates
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1. All The Label information is certified / Approved.

2.Reducing the possibility of consignment's rejection at the port of arrival, especially high-risk
foods

3.Reducing the level of risk for imported foods attached with certificate of conformity and
facilitate final release from the port of arrival. This is applied after verifying the credibility of
the conformity certificates.

4.Ensuring some precautionary measures to allow the relevant foods to be imported more freely
